Because these lists are so extensive we do ask that you please confirm that the content of the book is acceptable for both you and your child. 

All enclosed information is also available at pchs1.com under Summer Reading.

For students entering the eighth grade, we are asking that they read one book from any of the lists and complete the book sheets on pchs1.com.

For students entering the ninth grade, we are asking that they read two books from any of the lists and complete the book sheets available on pchs1.com.

For students entering the tenth grade, we are asking that they read two books from the high school or college bound lists and complete the book sheets available on pchs1.com.

For students entering the eleventh grade, we are asking that they read three books from the high school or college bound lists and complete the book sheets available on pchs1.com.  If you are entering Honors British Literature it is highly recommended that you choose from the college bound or AP lists.

For students entering the twelfth grade in English 12, we are asking that they read three books from the high school or college bound lists and complete the book sheets available at pchs1.com.

For students entering the twelfth grade in A.P. English 12 (or any student taking an A.P. English class) we are asking that they read four books from the college bound or A.P. reading lists and complete the book sheets available on pchs1.com.
